reshaping the fairway on #6. Check out the new bunker on #7; it's complete with the exception of the new sand,
which we will add at the beginning of the season next year. We will continue working on the new green and #6
fairway this winter, while also grinding all the stumps, putting new drainage on the #4 green-side bunker, as
well as completing several other projects. Hopefully by the end of December, the new tee on #18 will be
shaped up and ready to sod this Spring. This season presented numerous challenges for me and my crew. We
have taken every opportunity to learn and think outside of the box to solve problems. | want to take a second to
thank my crew; they have worked tirelessly and gone above and beyond what was expected of them. | would
also like to thank all of the members for their patience and encouragement as we worked to make sense of the
many blows that Mother Nature dealt us this year. | believe that we will come out of this with an even more
beautiful and challenging golf course.

Beginning December 1, we will move forward with winter course set up. This means that weather dictates
where the pin placement will be (fairways or greens), tee markers will be in the rough beside the tees and no
more rakes in the bunkers. This is done to aid in the recovery of the greens and tees during the winter months.
